The New Jersey State Police Headquarters Complex main entrance is located on River Road
(Route 175) between Interstate 295 & West Upper Ferry Road. The alternate entrance is located
on West Upper Ferry Road between Route 175 and Bear Tavern Road/Grand Avenue. (Large
State Police Sign at each entrance road.) All visitors, vendors, and contractors must use the

main entrance all the time.

Main Entrance (24X7 Access): River Road & Trooper Drive
(Between Interstate 295 and West Upper Ferry Road)

From East:

On Interstate-195 West (OPTION A):

Take 1-195 West to 1-295 North. Follow 1-295 North to Exit 76, (Route 29 Trenton/
Lambertville). Bear left at the exit onto 29 South (Trenton). Stay in the left lane. Make a
left turn at the first traffic light Upper Ferry Road (175 North). Proceed past Villa Victoria
Academy for 1/2 mile and turn left to stay on Route 175/River Road. State Police
Headquarters Main Entrance is about 1/2 mile after the left turn on your right. Continue to
the guard station. Show ID and ask the guard to direct you to the PHEAL laboratory building —
large glass building on opposite side of campus.

On Interstate-195 West (OPTION B):

Take 1-195 west; continue straight at the interchange with 1-295, and bear left as the road
divides to continue on Route 29. After the Route 29 tunnel by the Riverfront Park baseball
stadium, proceed 6 miles north along the Delaware River to the stop light for Upper Ferry Road
(Route 175) and turn right, following the sign for the State Police Headquarters. Proceed past
Villa Victoria Academy for 1/2 mile and turn left to stay on Route 175/River Road. State Police
Headquarters Main Entrance is about 1/2 mile after the left turn on your right. Continue to the
guard station. Show ID and ask the guard to direct you to the PHEAL laboratory building — large
glass building on opposite side of campus.

From the North:
New Jersey Turnpike: Take turnpike to exit 7A West. Follow signs for 1-195 West. Follow the
directions for I-195 above.

Route 1: Take route 1 South to 295 North to Exit 76. Follow the directions for I-195 West Option
A above.

Route 130: Follow Route 130 South to 1-195 West and follow to directions for 1-195
above.

From the South:
New Jersey Turnpike: Take the turnpike North to Exit 7A West for I-195 West. Follow the
directions for I-195 above.

Interstate-295: Travel north to exit 60. Follow the directions for I1-195 above.

From the West: Pennsylvania Turnpike/I-276: Take PA Turnpike East to Exit 351. This
will put you on Route 1 North. Follow Route #1 North to interstate 295 East, follow
directions from Pennsylvania on Interstate 295 East below.

From Pennsylvania on Interstate 295 East: Take interstate 295 East. If you are
traveling north on interstate-95 from Philadelphia, take exit 40 to 1-295 East. Proceed
across Scudder Falls Bridge. Take Exit 76 (Which exits before the bridge ends) and get
onto Route 29 South. Stay in the left lane. Make a left turn at the first traffic
light Upper Ferry Road (175 North). Proceed past Villa Victoria Academy for 1/2 mile
and turn left to stay on Route 175/River Road. State Police Headquarters Main
Entrance is about 1/2 mile after the left turn on your right. Continue to the guard
station. Show ID and ask the guard to direct you to the PHEAL laboratory building — large
glass building on opposite side of campus.

From H & A Building (Market & Warren Streets) using Route 29 North: Take Route 29 North
and proceed 5 miles north along the Delaware River to the stop light for Upper Ferry Road
(Route 175) and turn right, following the sign for the State Police Headquarters. Proceed
past Villa Victoria Academy for 1/2 mile and turn left to stay on Route 175/River Road. State
Police Headquarters Main Entrance is about 1/2 mile after the left turn on your right. Continue
to the guard station. Show ID and ask the guard to direct you to the PHEAL laboratory building —
large glass building on opposite side of campus.
